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MINUTES of the Pembroke Town Board Workshop held on February 25, 2009 at 
the Pembroke Town Hall, 1145 Main Road, Corfu, NY.

Supervisor Tuttle called the meeting to order at 7:34 A.M.
 
Supervisor Tuttle introduced Mr. Houghton and Mr. Hendershot, the new Court 
Security Officers, to the Board.
 
Michael Lewis asked to speak to the Board regarding this position.  He gave a 
brief summary of his residency and work record.  He also stated that he has 
worked as a Town Constable for two (2) years and asked that he be considered for 
the Court Security Officer position.  
 
Councilman Arnold stated that no Constable appointments have been made yet.
 
Councilman Sformo asked if Mr. Lewis was certified to carry a weapon; he 
replied that he was.
 
The Board expressed their appreciation for Mr. Lewis coming in to speak with 
them.  
 
 
Chad Zambito and Mr. Hyde arrived at 7:59 a.m. 
 
Mr. Zambito was present to address any miscommunications that may have arisen 
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at the Public Hearing regarding the grant monies.  Some of the matters that were 
cleared up were:
 


•        Use(s) of the$400,000.
•        A turning lane and the monies for the turning lane if one is needed.
•        Availability of Darien Lake monies that come into the Town. (That 
money is earmarked for the west end of the county).


 
Mr. Zambito left at 8:06 a.m.
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Mr. Hyde provided the Board Members a copy of, and reviewed, an analysis sheet 
for the Commerce Park development.  
 
The grant resolution, proposed Local Law #1 of 2009 was reviewed.  
 
Councilman De Wind expressed concern about the drainage from the Town Park 
into the ditch.  Mr. Hyde said that he might be able to use some of the $150,000 
for that.
 
Councilman Arnold remarked that he thought the resolution that we passed stated 
that the $400,000 would be going to the property on the northwest corner.  He also 
asked if we found out what we did last time, and Supervisor Tuttle said that a copy 
of the Local Law with stipulations we did in 2006 was sent to Mark Boylan to 
assist in the writing of this Local Law.
 
Councilman Sformo asked what happens if we give the $400,000 and nothing 
happens with the project; do they just sit on the money?  Mr. Hyde said that this 
year they are going to spend approx. $150,000 of it.  The next project will 
probably trigger the turning lane issue.  
 
Councilman Arnold reported that he and Councilman Sformo were asked to a 
Village of Corfu meeting.  O’Connell & Assoc. were also in attendance.  One of 
the things that they looked at was what they could do with the sewer project.  A 
meeting is being scheduled for April 6th to talk to the Town and Village, Clark 







Patterson, GCEDC, and the school to discuss this matter.   Supervisor Tuttle said 
that Tom Carpenter contacted him and said that this is something the Town started 
in 2007 and the extent of the project was from the Thruway to the Village.  It was 
a contingency plan if one of the parks goes thru.
 
 Mr. Hyde left at 8:52 a.m.
 
 
Water District #4 – O’Connell resubmitted the paperwork to Small Cities.   They 
are a little more optimistic about receiving some monies.
 
 
Supervisor Tuttle gave each Board Member the information that was provided by 
Dave Georger regarding insurance.   
 
Records Room Grant – Supervisor Tuttle provide an update regarding this grant.  
The grant paperwork has been submitted to the State.  This is a non-contributory 
type grant (we do not put any money in).  Basically what we plan to do is expand 
the records room to include the existing back room.  The room is somewhat 
fireproof; the one door that goes down to the truck bay would be enclosed and 
shelving installed; and the interior door would be replaced with a fireproof door.  
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Computer Backup – We have been having problems with the tapes. We have been 
advised by the County IT Department that we can get better prices thru them on 
everything.   We need to investigate using the County more.  Councilman Arnold 
asked if this meant that we would be using the County rather than Marchese 
Computer.  
Supervisor Tuttle said that regardless where we get them from the tapes are 
expensive.
There was discussion on what to do with the tapes at the end of the day.  
 
 
We have received an invitation to GCEDC’s luncheon on March 13th at GCC.  If 
anyone is interested let Mr. Munger know so that reservations can be made.  
 
 
Contract renewals have been received from Turnbull Heating, Doritex, and 







Intermunicipal agreements with the Village and Town of Batavia.
 
 
 
Councilman Arnold said that he would like to talk about the Constable position, 
and what is going on with the audit.  He stated that Ms. Landers spoke with him 
for a period of time regarding this subject.  Supervisor Tuttle said that the only 
problem is that the audit was scheduled sooner than it should have been.
 
 
 
Councilman Arnold discussed the minutes of the last Village meeting.  He said 
that they were displeased with the money spent on the park and there is still no 
ball field, and that he was upset with Supervisor Tuttle comments to the Village on 
this subject.   Supervisor Tuttle told Councilman Arnold that a portion of his 
comments at that meeting were omitted.
 
 
 
There was discussion on the perimeter lights at the Fire Hall; do they want to be 
on a dimmer, electric eye, etc.  According to Mr. Osborn it would be cheaper to let 
them run all night.  The Board was agreeable to electric eyes, and the work is to be 
done by Spring Creek Construction.  
 
 
 
Councilman Sformo gave a couple of options regarding the Code Enforcement 
Officer position.  The test is being held on May 30th so it might be in June before 
we get to do interviews.  He suggested that we go back to two (2) part-time 
workers.  There would be no benefits and it would be non-competitive.    
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The test that is being given is the only test in the State, and that is for our benefit.
Councilman Sformo said that he would like to go with the part time positions and 
see how that goes.  
 
Councilman Arnold was concerned about what to tell the residents when they 
want to do a new construction.  Supervisor Tuttle will call Supervisor Post for his 







assistance.  
 
Councilman De Wind said that letters should go out to the previous applicants 
letting them know we have changed the criteria.  We will need to advertise for the 
position again.  It was agreed to send a letter to the applicants.  
 
Supervisor Tuttle said that we would need to check with Civil Service regarding 
going back to part time.  Councilman Sformo said he has already met with Debbie 
Seymour and obtained all the forms we would need for the change.  
 
 
 
There was discussion on the Karlie Jones 2008 complaint about the East 
Pembroke fire siren.  Bill Dix was contacted and he said that they have heard from 
her.  The siren had already been in existence for several years when she bought the 
house, but they did turn it.
