The Workshop was called to order at 7:35 A.M.

There will be two (2) resolutions done at this meeting. Supervisor Tuttle gave a
brief explanation of them.

Thereisalist of four (4) confirmed people for the Court Officer. They aredll
police officers. A time will be scheduled with the Justices to meet the applicants.

We may be able to do the appointment at the December 30th Town Board meeting.

A check in the amount of $190,000 has been forwarded to the County Treasurer.

A packet has been received from a playground company that offer some grants. It
was given to Councilman Arnold to look over.

A letter has been sent to the Village asking if they want to continue with the
Municipal Agreement even though they have hired John Good. They responded
that they are not interested.
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A proposal has been received for the security equipment, panic buttons, etc., that
has been discussed for the Court. There will be aresolution on Dec. 30t
authorizing the purchase.

It has been reported that there is aleak in the roof in the community room.

The Firemen have requested that the parking lot not be sanded as it gets tracked
into the truck room. Councilman Mallory stated that he feels that this problem is
not ours and that we should continue doing as we have in the past.
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Councilman De Wind said that there was aleak out front of the Community
Center near the valve. The leak was close enough to the valve that the repairs
were made by the water authority which saved us the cost of arepair.

A laptop computer has been ordered for the Zoning/Assessor Clerk. A
representative from Marchese came out and assisted us with some problems we
were having. He also looked at our wiring system and firewalls. We are looking
at doing upgrades where needed.

Tom Carpenter and Steve Tanner of Clark Patterson Lee were present to discuss
development of the business park based upon traffic impact. Neither Clark
Patterson nor the GCEDC are in favor of thisidea. DOT said that aresolution
would be required by the Town of Pembroke or they will refrain from issuing a
permit for the park. National Grid cannot put electric into the business park until
DOT approves the submitted drawings. A traffic study isrequired prior to the
installation of aleft turning lane. After further discussion on how to proceed, the
Board agreed that we should just do the turning lane so that we can get on with the
park development and stop all the holdups. The Board indicated the linesin the
proposed resolution that they would like changed. Councilman Sformo would like
to have Attorney Boylan review the resolution prior to its passing.





Councilman Mallory left at 9:15 am.
Water District #3 is closed out.

We were not successful in getting funding for Water District #4 from the
Governor’s Office and the Water Authority is not interested. The Town did an
estimated cost and we have contacted the resident on Phelps Road asking for their
Input.

SECTION 707 BOARD OF APPEALS

Change indicated in bold: from seven (7) to five (5) members

A. Organization

The Town Board shall appoint members to the Zoning Board of Appeals as
authorized by the provisions of Section 267 of the Town Law The Town Board
shall also designate the Chairperson thereof. In the absence of a chairperson the
Board of Appeals may designate a member to serve as Acting Chairperson. The
present Board of Appeals consists of five (5) members, any future changes by the
Town Board to the number of members shall comply with the provisions of NY S
Town Law Section 267 and/or any other applicable laws.

ThisLocal Law shall become effective upon its filing with the New Y ork
