Tom Carpenter 
contacted Councilman Arnold regarding a possible solution by connecting to the 
park’s storm water pond.  Mr. Carpenter would like to meet with the Town Board 
to discuss this proposal.  
Intermunicipal, Economic & Community Development - Supervisor Tuttle
 
We are still looking to do something about the turning lane.  Supervisor Tuttle 
would like to have Steve Hyde and/or Chad Zambito talk to us about that and the 
northwest corner.  
 
There was discussion on the proposed Court Officers.  Justice Alexander stated 
that 
they had interviewed some of the candidates and were pleased with them.  
Councilman De Wind stated that he and Councilman Arnold would like to have 
the opportunity to meet with them.  







 
 
OLD BUSINESS
 
Mark Boylan has been contacted regarding the propose EDC Grant.  He has been 
provide with a copy of the previous proceedings.  
 
Close out of Grants - We are waiting for a response from NYS Parks.  We have 
provided everything they have requested; therefore, we should hear something 
shortly. 
 
There will be the first meeting with the Fire Districts on Tuesday, January 27th 
regarding the ambulance service matter. 
 
 


PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
 
Patrick Reeves was present and questioned the Board on the Town’s policy 
regarding employees and firearms.  It was noted that the Employee Handbook 
states that no firearms are allowed on Town property.  Supervisor Tuttle remarked 
on an alleged incident in a public facility.  He contacted the owner who stated that 
this occurrence never happened.  
 
Councilman De Wind said that a problem we have is that we never hear from the 
people with the complaints; we hear it secondhand.  
 
Justice Alexander remarked on the petition that someone had placed in a public 
establishment.  He also stated that he investigated the incident in question and was 
also told that it never happened.  
 
 
Supervisor Tuttle asked for an update on the security in the Court facility.  
Councilman Mallory said that a contract has been signed for the work but they did 
not give a starting date.  He will contact the company tomorrow for a date.  
 
Two (2) estimates have been received for the push bars for the doors; three (3) 
were requested.  
 
It was suggested that there be more lighting outside in the back of the building.  
 







There was discussion on the installation of a shield or buffer for the Judges’ bench 
and the Clerk.
